We will be joining the ANU course "The Mongol Empire in World History" for
a presentation by ANU doctoral student Tim Mclnerney about the genetic impact of the Mongol Empire
and other steppe empires. Tim gave an interesting presentation on this topic to the Institute a couple years
ago, and we are looking forward to finding out the latest research.

Abstract:

History is recorded in the words and artefacts left behind by our predecessors. From these histories we can
glimpse into the worlds of the past, how people lived, the events that transpired, what people thought.
However, the history of humankind is also etched in the DNA — the basic building blocks of life. DNA is a
pervasive yet mutable record that is not subject to the biases of historians; the differences in patterns of human
genetic diversity through space and time can be analysed and interpreted as falsifiable evidence to corroborate
the historical record.
This talk will cover the genetic evidence and legacies of the Mongol and other steppe empires, and bust
widespread myths. Does genetic evidence corroborate the widespread death and destruction that
accompanied the Mongol invasions as described by Persian, Arab, and Chinese chroniclers? Do 1 in 200 men in
the world really descend from Chinggis Khan? Where does genetic evidence conflict with historical accounts ...
where does genetic evidence conflict with other genetic evidence? Are interpretations of genetics evidence of
historical events subject to the same biases as the written record? All these questions will discussed in light of
the pursuit of historical accuracy and the ability of the life science and social sciences to form a synthesis that
may help explain major human events that have shaped the world we live in.

During the last two decades, Ulaanbaatar is experiencing rapid urbanization. Influenced by nomadic
pastoralist and socialist history, as well as liberal ideology and free market economy, the capital’s urban
society is continuously seeking concepts between development and disruption, progress and chaos.
The talk attempts to address the following questions: - Are the current urban problems of Ulaanbaatar
really caused by development strategies and urban planning? - What are the views of urban actors on
the urban present and future? - What is the difference between ‘urban development’ and ‘urban
planning’? - Who are the key urban actors and how do they act? - How do they act and adapt in the
current urbanization context? - What could be invisible power or power relations in Ulaanbaatar’s
visible urbanism? This presentation focuses on diverse levels, including urban planning,
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implementation and actual changes at the example of the residential micro-district No. 13 during the
last three decades. Research findings indicate that the complexity in present urbanism is caused by
new paradigms of property, ownership and individual freedom, lack of information transparency and
incomplete urban legislation, but also the invisible power of corruption and poorly regulated
competition. While planning strategies and legislation documents were being left on the table, the
visible urban projects of the last decade contributed to a physical reinforcement of more problems in
everyday urbanism.

« Trust Versus Paranoia: Can the Siberian fire spirit explain the spectacular failure of the UK Covid track
and trace app? »

We contrast how the UK's Covid-19 track and trace system gives warnings about
exposure to infection, with how the domestic fire in a nomadic reindeer herder's tent
crackles warnings about dangers on the Siberian landscape, just as animals give
warnings to their humans through anomalous behaviour. These omens are an issue
less of epistemology than of signalling and coherence, as well as of loyalty and
care. We locate differing configurations of trust and suspicion in social and political
context. The technocratic Covid app de-personalizes tracing, as individualism and
concerns about privacy block channels of knowing and narrativity, leading to
incomplete care and encouraging non-compliance and conspiracy theories. For
Siberian nomads, intimacy between humans and animals leads, not to the dangerous
viral jump of the epidemiologists, but to the constitution of human persons. Rather
than the epidemiological model of the besieged bounded body, this regime of signs
evokes a divinatory openness to space, time and event which ironically resembles an
alternative scientific understanding of the viral encounter.
