Abstract:

The Eurasian Steppe has been increasingly recognised as the place where fundamental technologies,
languages and ideas originated and spread from Bronze Age onwards. The intricate system of trade
networks at the time paved the way for the routes that long outlived the Bronze Age world, the Silk Roads.
Of all items transported along these routes, the exchange of ores and metal objects would have been the
largest in volume and the most fundamentally transformative for the steppe communities. The prehistory
of the Silk Road is therefore intimately related to that of the steppe metallurgy and the inventiveness of
steppe nomads, leading the field of study of its origins at the crossroads of archaeology and materials
science research. The most recent archaeometallurgical studies shed new light on the scale and networks
of ores and metal supply, long before silk was in vogue.

Abstract:

Mongolian rulers starting with Chingghis Khan have been respectful verging on reverent towards foreign
religious traditions and their adepts based on their abilities for communing with the Mongol’s highest
source of divine power, Mongke Tengri, “the eternal sky”. The Mongol’s cosmological paradigm of power
started a metamorphosis when they became entangled with the Tibetan Buddhist world. The tantric
Buddhist teachings that uniquely marked Buddhism on the Tibetan plateau offered a path for humans to
transcend the divine. This ensnared the Mongols into relationships that would influence religion and
politics from the Himalayas, China, and Inner Asia from there on. By the 17th century, Mongolian Buddhist
monks practicing the secret mantra occupied positions of worldly and supramundane power throughout
the reaches of the Qing Empire. To date, the historical Tibeto-Mongolian symbiosis has been analyzed
from the perspective of Tibeto-centric or China-centric political histories. The religious position and input
of the Mongols for the wider Buddhist ecosystem has mostly been disregarded as those of the recipient,
sometimes referred to as “the bastard stepchild” of Tibetan Buddhism. In this talk, | reexamine the religio-
cultural developments of Buddhism and Buddhist identity amongst the Mongols from the Mongol Empire
through to the Qing period. As well as revisiting well-known religio-historical works, my main case studies
are extracted from newly obtained Mongolian and Tibetan language Buddhist biographies, religious
histories, and records of received teachings from the early modern period. Collectively, these case studies
will demonstrate how the Mongols engagement with Tibetan Buddhism was fundamental for the
dissemination and development of the wider Tibetan Buddhist tradition far beyond the realms on the
steppe

Centering the Northern Realms: Integrating Histories and Archaeologies of the Mongol Empire (1200 to
1500 CE) investigates the importance of the northern reaches of the Empire through interdisciplinary
research. Overlapping patterns in source materials, whether textual or archaeological, are used to build a
narrative of past behaviors in the understudied Khovsgol region and to challenge existing descriptions of
the northern people of the forest as minor participants in the Mongol Empire. The aim of the project is to
highlight how power was concentrated in northern communities by analyzing their influence on networks
of exchange, control of resources, and engagement with multiple religions. We demonstrate the centrality
of the north through scholarly publications, seminars, a comic book, and an exhibition.

Jan (Joannes) Milan, SJ (1662-1737) was a Jesuit missionary of

Bohemian background who travelled to Crimea in 1700 after several
years of service at the court of Peter the Great. Milan wrote a Relatio
of his encounter with Kalmyk culture there that includes several ritual
incantations, which he transcribed into the Roman alphabet, and
then translated into Latin. This manuscript, now in the National
Library in Prague, is illustrated with examples of Kalmyk religious
practices, warfare, music making and daily life. The Kalmyk alphabet,
